How do I recognize
bullying behavior?

I have observed:
Ç a student upsetting another student for the fun of it

Ç a student using physical force

Ç a student being kicked, hit, or pushed

Ç a student saying something hurtful to another student

Ç students fighting

Ç a student being excluded from a group during lunch, PE,
center time, game time, etc.

Ç a student being teased, being made fun of, or talked about

Ç a student standing on the sidelines while someone else was being bullied
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Results

Ç Yes, I recognize that bullying has occurred on my 
campus or in my classroom.

Ç No, bullying has not occurred on my campus
or in my classroom.
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Why should bullying
be addressed?

Students who are bullied:

ωdo worse in school

ωhave lower self-esteem

ωare more likely to be absent 

ωare more likely to drop out of school

ωmay feel less safe in school

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What is bullying?

ÅBullying is intentional harmful behavior
initiated by one or more students
and directed toward another student. 

ÅBullying exists when a student with more social
and/or physical power deliberately dominates
and harasses another who has less power.
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What are the forms of bullying?

ÅPhysical ςinvolves harmful actions toward another
ǇŜǊǎƻƴΩǎ ōƻŘȅ

ÅVerbal ςinvolves speaking to a person or about a 
person in an unkind or hurtful way

ÅRacial ςinvolves rejection or isolation of a person
because of ethnicity
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What are the forms of bullying?

ωEmotional ςinvolves behaviors that upset, exclude, 
or embarrass a person

ωSexual ςsingles out a person because of gender
and demonstrates unwarranted or unwelcome 
sexual behavior

Cyberbullying is a form of indirect or social
bullying that uses technological communications
to humiliate, harass, embarrass, tease, intimidate,
or slander one or more students.
